1. On October 7@ our nation has suffered a brutal attack by Hamas, a terrorist organization,
m which more than 1,400 people lost their lives thousands of people were mjured and
250 people were kndnapped from their homes. Hundreds of thouzands of Israshs have
been evacuated from their homes and became refugees without being able to return to
their homes for nearly two months.

4. In your announcement letter, the reason for withdrawing the trial was stated as
“interruptions to medicine supply™ and the company cannot proceed the opening
of the trial in Israel. However, we, the Israeh Minmistry of Health and pharma
companies in Israel can all confirm no such mtermuptions were recorded in the past 2
months and are not expected in the future.
